*The family’s combined gross annual household
income must be $60,000 or less. Exception to income
will only be considered if there is more than one child
with special needs in the family.

*The family must have used up all other financial
resources available to them. These include:
*Government funding;

*Funding from service agencies and non-profit
organizations

*If you own more than one property or home you are
not eligible for assistance.
